Dear Parent/Carer 
 
The Sixth Form students are advancing towards the culmination of their hard work this year, in the 
form of their Summer exams. Students have already been issued with their Summer exam timetable 
and are finishing their preparation well and on time. 
 
Sixth Form Study Leave  
The following policy will therefore be effective from Monday 24th May to Friday 25

th
 June: 

 
- All students are expected to attend lessons in each subject up until their last exam in that 

subject. General Studies and Personal Effectiveness lessons are to be put on hold during this 
period. Absences, besides those explained below, will be unauthorised.  
 

- On the day of a morning exam. All students are to attend afternoon lessons following any 
morning exams on a given day.  

 
- On the day of an afternoon exam. All Sixth Form students are permitted to study at home 

during the morning on days when they have afternoon exams. Morning lesson attendance is 
still strongly encouraged on these days. Morning study leave on these days will be authorised  
without students needing to bring in a letter to explain their absence- instead, the students’ 
appearance on the afternoon exam registers will indicate this.  
 

- Please note: Students are expected to continue to follow the dress code during this period 
and do run the risk of being turned away from their examinations should the need arise.  The 
Summer Dress Code is detailed below. 

 
Revision classes  
Teachers may be making additional arrangements for extra revision classes, both during term time 
and over half term, for which a separate letter will be sent home shortly.  
 
Sixth Form return 
All Sixth Form students, besides those in Year Thirteen who have finished all of their A2 courses, are 
to return to lessons commencing Monday 28

th
 June at 8.30am, on which date courses will continue 

with AS students moving onto study their A2 units and taking part in university and careers 
workshops. During these three weeks up until the end of term, students are to continue to follow 
their current timetable (the week commencing 28

th
 June is a ‘week one’ of the timetable), and are 

from then on to attend all learning groups, assemblies, and General Studies/Personal Effectiveness 
lessons. Students must attend all of their subjects and not at this stage make decisions about the 
dropping of subjects or the picking up of new ones.  
 
Throughout this time, our expectations of the Oasis Academy Hadley Sixth Former remain the same; 
students must attend and be punctual to all lessons and other sessions and must follow the Sixth 
Form code of conduct and dress code. Students must continue to ensure they sign-in and out at 
reception each time they enter and leave the Academy. Students who fail to do these things will put 
their place for next year in jeopardy.  
 
Furthermore, it is important to bear in mind that places on these new and continued courses are 
conditional.  If students do not meet the entry requirements for their chosen subjects in the 
upcoming exams, they may not be re-offered a place in September. The enrolment date and 
procedure for all students returning next year will be made available to you at a later date.   
 



 

Sixth Form Dress code, effective from May 24
th

 to July 16
th

 
To cater for the warmer weather and exam season, the dress code has been modified so as to be as 
follows: 
 
For girls: 
-Smart trousers and not jeans, tracksuit bottoms or any variation of leggings 
-Skirts, heels and dresses of a reasonable height and moderate appearance 
-A shirt with a collar, or blouse and not a polo shirt, t-shirt, vest or crop-top  
- Smart dark shoes or sandals and not Ugg boots or any type of trainer or pumps/plimsolls 
 
For boys: 
-Smart trousers and not jeans or tracksuit bottoms 
-A shirt with a collar and not a polo shirt, t-shirt or vest of any description 
-No tie is necessary 
-Smart dark shoes or sandals and not any type of trainer or pumps/plimsolls 
 
All students:  
-No chewing gum, headphones or mobile phones around the Academy and in lessons. 
-No hats to be worn 
-No coats or tracksuit tops to be worn inside the Academy 
-No excessive jewellery 

 
Contravention of the dress code will result in students being asked to leave the Academy to return 
dressed appropriately, and also being issued with the appropriate C-point sanction. Students who 
have a suitable reason for not following the dress code on a given day should be referred to Mr. 
Button or Mr. Weights and will be issued with a permission slip to be shown to their teachers 
throughout the day.  
 
Future Choices & University Visit 
Before students come back in July we strongly recommend that they consider their options for when 
they leave the Sixth Form. For those applying to university, the UCAS and Prospects websites 
(www.ucas.ac.uk and www.prospects.ac.uk) have useful resources detailing courses and institutions. 
We also have many prospectuses in the Sixth Form block and Learning Resource Centre. If students 
are interested in certain universities, we encourage them to go and visit them during this period. 
Funding is available to students to cover the costs of their travel to and from each institution they 
visit. To be eligible for this, the student must retain the original copy of their travel ticket/s and 
receipt/s as proof and come to see Mr. Weights to complete the necessary form. The amount that can 
be reimbursed will depend on the take up of the scheme, with each application to be judged on an 
individual basis.  For those students who will be going into the world of work, we can offer careers 
interviews on site, so that students can prepare their CVs and consider their options.  Any student 
who would like a careers interview should see either Mr. Weights, Mr. Button, Mrs. Riley or Mr. 
Chapman.  In addition, a range of careers and university workshops and visits are currently being 
organised for this July period, details of which will be made available to you at a later date.
